Completing an Exhibit

The project may be a display, reconstruction, chart or model (try to stick to the three-panel format). Overall size no more than 40 inches wide, 30 inches deep and 72 inches (6 feet) high. 

Project should have a clearly displayed title, with sections labeled and sequenced in a logical fashion that is easy to comprehend. Use captions under all visual and pictures, not to exceed 500-student-composed words. Quotes are not your words. Captions with quotes must be footnoted. It’s a good idea to make a detailed drawing/draft of exhibit before beginning construction.
